Geotermia GrudziŃdz Sp. z o.o., being one of the entities managing the project, invites all 

interested companies to cooperate during the execution of the Project named ñManagement of 

tourism potential of GrudziŃdz by the realization of a complex of buildings, consisting of: a 

natural therapy centre, recreational thermal pools complex, and hotelsò, planned to be 

implemented with private investors participation in a public-private partnership (PPP) model.

The main objective of the planned Project is to facilitate the economic development of 

GrudziŃdz by bringing a change to the economic structure of the City, resulting from the 

growth of the services sector based on the Cityôs assets, including the development of 

balneotherapy-related services, medical tourism, as well as excursion and business tourism. 

The objectives set in connection with the Project execution are to manage the existing tourism 

potential of GrudziŃdz, utilizing such the Cityôs assets as its history, surroundings, location, 

accommodation and tourist facilities ï both private and public, the potential of the treatment 

facilities, most notably the graduation towers of GrudziŃdz, as well as the regional hospital ï 

one of the countryôs biggest hospitals. The Project execution is aimed at providing the citizens 

of GrudziŃdz and tourists with the access to modern treatment, rehabilitation and recreation 

infrastructure functioning according to the highest European standards and including private 

facilities. 

For the purpose of the planned Project, two comprehensive pre-execution analyses have been 

performed and the comparative studies of two locations conducted, one being the present 

location of Geotermia GrudziŃdz, and the other ï a new location suggested by the advisory 

team of Geotermia GrudziŃdz. The pre-execution analyses have been based on, among others, 

materials prepared by technical advisors, environmental impact specialists, natural therapy 

and hospitality solutions specialists. 

We invite you to participate in the above-mentioned survey and trust that the planned Project 

will meet with your interest.

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2 Project Concept  

Due to the existing, not yet fully realised potential of GrudziŃdz in the area of tourism, it is 

planned to expand the range of natural therapy services provided to date by Geotermia 

GrudziŃdz, complementing them with entertainment services. 

The changes are planned mainly due to the fact that Geotermia GrudziŃdz currently operates 

in adapted buildings, originally intended for hospital functions, at the same time surrounded 

by the hospitalôs utilities and infrastructure buildings: garages, boiler house dominant in this 

location and other buildings.

Thus, the place is not attractive for recreation and leisure. On the one hand, the development 

of balneotherapy, rehabilitation and recreational functions is difficult. On the other hand, the 

current location is not attractive and can only serve limited recreational purposes, being 

primarily addressed to citizens of GrudziŃdz, and yet, due to the close proximity to the nearby 

hospital, not really perceived as a recreation and leisure destination. These conclusions have 

been confirmed by a survey conducted among the citizens participating in the public 

consultations on the project. 

For the purposes of site selection and evaluation the following have been performed: 

- multivariate analyses of the implementation of the complex at the current location 

together with the assessment of the size of the complex, the feasibility of implementing 

hotel buildings and the attractiveness of Geotermiaôs current location in this regard; 

- analysis of alternative surroundings: 

- in the region, 

- in the health resort sector, 

- thermae having regional and national impact, 
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- evaluation and comparison of the commercial potential of both sites with respect to 

recreation and leisure services location and obtaining the elements of synergy between the 

particular elements of the GrudziŃdzôs offer. 

- evaluation and comparative study of the current location and the suggested alternative 

location with respect to technical and architectonic issues. Preparation of the possible real 

estate development options. 

- comparative study prepared by the hospitality solutions expert, analysing the current and 

the alternative location with respect to their attractiveness for investors; 

- evaluation of the health resort potential and a comparative study of the attractiveness in 

this respect; 

- analysis with respect to environmental issues, the impact on the environment, saline 

transportation, etc. 

- multivariate analyses of the recommended location site (at Lake Rudnickie Wielkie) 

together with risk assessment and the analysis of the impact on the Cityôs budget. 

- public consultations. 

Thus, the planned project should encompass the implementation of the recreational thermal 

pools complex (both year round and pool season only) connected with sauna area, the natural 

therapy centre, the campsite and hotels, including a hotel dedicated to the balneotherapy 

centre patients, a congress hotel as well as a family-friendly hotel.  

So far, the recreational facilities have been treated as infrastructure aimed at GrudziŃdz 

citizens only. However, the experience of other cities in Poland and in Europe has shown that 

the development of health tourism and the implementation of a larger-scale thermal pools 

complex can bring a positive effect on the economic development of a particular city. 

The primary objective is the development of the services sector in GrudziŃdz based on the 

development of excursion, medical, rehabilitation and conference tourism utilizing the already 

existing attractions and assets of the City and its surroundings. 

The primary subject of the Projects is realising the tourism potential of GrudziŃdz by 

providing access to modern treatment and recreation infrastructure for the citizens of 

GrudziŃdz and its neighbourhood, and tourists. 

At the same time the Project is to constitute the part of a planned larger-scale project named 

ñEnergetic GrudziŃdzò, within the scope of which the City of Grudziadz has been 

implementing a number of other tourism sector investments related to, and surrounding the 

Project. 

The execution of this investment is aimed at increasing the availability of treatment, 

recreation and leisure facilities, and, consequently, improving the attractiveness of the City of 

GrudziŃdzôs offer in the area of free time spending, especially for families with children and 

seniors, both the citizens and tourists. The latter will be able to join tourist visits in GrudziŃdz 

with recreation, relaxation and looking after their health. 

Utilizing the formula of a public-private partnership for the execution of the Project results, 

among others, from the need to ensure the professional know-how in the field of 

programming and commercial management of facilities of this type, particularly regarding the 

recreation and hospitality functions. 
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2.1 Aims and objectives.  

The major aims from the Cityôs perspective are: 

1) Effective use of GrudziŃdzôs assets; 

2) Utilization of the experience of private investors and operators; 

3) Off-balance sheet execution of the Project; 

4) Possibly wide use of the project finance principles for the execution of the Project; 

5) Transparent preparation and implementation of the procedures, including the possible 

procedure for investor selection; 

6) Risk assignment to entities involved in the Project corresponding to their experience; 

7) Utilization of the experience of other cities that have executed similar projects; 

8) Use of renewable energy sources; 

9) Execution of an environmentally-friendly project. 

The main objectives are: 

1) Economic growth of the City of GrudziŃdz; 

2) Change in the economic structure of GrudziŃdz ï development of the services sector 

based on the Cityôs assets ï increased significance of the services sector; 

3) Creation of new jobs in the services sector; 

4) Providing the citizens of GrudziŃdz with an access to modern recreation facilities; 

5) Modernisation and development of the recreational facilities;  

6) Development of the wellness services sector; 

7) Development of rehabilitation and medical tourism; 

8) Development of excursion tourism; 

9) Development of GrudziŃdz in the business tourism sector; 

10) The growing importance of GrudziŃdz on the tourist map of Poland; 

11) Supporting the hospital's medical activities through the development of related 

services. 

2.2 Assets of GrudziŃdz.  

The Cityôs assets include: 

1) History and architecture of the City, unique buildings ï grain storehouses, numerous 

and interesting historical buildings in GrudziŃdz; 

2) Tourist attractions in the immediate vicinity of the City ï numerous and interesting 

historic buildings around the City, (castle ruins, historic churches, NadwiŜlaŒski Aero 

Club (an aviation organization)) and events: balloon festivals, a private entertainment 

complex for children ï Mega-Park); 
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3) The Vistula River; 

4) The lake located in the centre of the City and the relevant infrastructure;  

5) The Rudnicki Forest and the relevant infrastructure; 

6) The graduation tower ï Geotermia GrudziŃdz, its potential and history of providing 

the services;  

7) One of the largest hospitals in Poland ï Dr. Wğadysğaw BiegaŒski Regional Specialist 

Hospital in GrudziŃdz; 

8) Location at the intersection of tourist travel roads ï heading north towards the Baltic 

Sea and east to the Warmia and Masuria lake region, 

9) Regional tourist attractions: the vicinity of the cities of ToruŒ, Kwidzyn, Malbork ï 

good excursion tourism base.  

10) The vicinity of Lakelands. 

2.3 Graduation towers in GrudziŃdz. 

In 2001, the limited liability company ñGeotermia Maruszaò was established, with the 

purpose of commercial utilisation (for treatment purposes) of the saline thermal water in 

GrudziŃdz. On 19 June 2009, Geotermia Marusza Sp. z o.o., by the resolution of the Annual 

General Meeting of Shareholders was renamed to Geotermia GrudziŃdz Sp. z o.o. 

The following income-generating units operate within the Geotermia GrudziŃdz (formerly 

Geotermia Marusza Sp. z o.o.) company: 

- Non-Public Health Care Centre (NZOZ) , 

- ñFit-lineò Fitness Centre. 

Other units of the Company are intended for internal services, including, among others, the 

Mining Facility. 

Today, Geotermia GrudziŃdz provides: 

- rehabilitation services; 

- balneotherapy services ï the only pyramid-enclosed graduation tower in Europe; 

- fitness services; 

- beauty salon services; 

- massages; 

- 145 square meters of pool water surface area. 

The Non-Public Health Care Centre mainly provides the following services: 

- saline baths; 

- cryogenic chamber treatment; 

- therapeutic massages; 

- physiotherapy; 
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- kinesiotherapy. 

Currently, the Company's facilities are located in GrudziŃdz, at 36 Warszawska street which 

is one of the Cityôs exit roads in the direction of Warsaw (regional road No. 534). The 

immediate surroundings are the facilities of Dr. Wğadysğaw BiegaŒski Regional Specialist 

Hospital in GrudziŃdz;.

According to the hydrogeological documentation prepared by the geological enterprise 

Przedsiňbiorstwo Geologiczne Polegeol S.A. in 2002, the underground water currently used 

by Geotermia GrudziŃdz was classified as sodium chloride, bromide, iodide, ferric, boron 

water (7.94% saline). It belongs to the mineral water category characterized by the significant 

concentration of sodium chloride. 

The area surrounding the IG1 water intake belongs to Geotermia GrudziŃdz, covers 

approximately 3.5 hectares and is located about 3 km from the Companyôs facilities, in the 

village named Marusza. 

The research borehole was drilled in 1972 to the depth of 3 070 meters. Because the mineral 

water had best properties at the depth of 1 630-1 607 meters (saline thermal water) decision 

was made to eliminate the deeper levels of the borehole (by means of, among others, special 

cement plugs). 

The well drilled in 1972 allowed for saline water self-discharge at the average of 35 m3 per 

hour at the outlet temperature of 44Á C. The temperature at the research level was 50.5Á C. 

In 2002, due to the planned construction of Geotermia GrudziŃdz (then Geotermia Marusza) 

facilities, the well was cleared. The exploitable resources were estimated at 15.19 m3 per hour 

and the temperature of the saline water at the outlet was 40.5ÁC. The chemical composition of 

the water obtained in 2002 is shown in the table below.

Additionally, one dm3 of saline water contained 73.6 mg of metaboric acid (bromine, iodine, 

boron). Water having such chemical composition belongs to the category of curative and 

thermal waters. 

The available hydrogeological documentation applies also to GrudziŃdz 2 borehole drilled in 

1987 in the village of Wňgrowo about 4 km from the Company facilities. The area 

surrounding this well is currently a private estate. The drilling allowed to obtain calcium-

chloride saline water with the temperature of 48Á C at the depth of about 1 700 meters. The 

yield of the saline water was estimated at 15.6 m3 per hour. 

Geotermia GrudziŃdz exploits only the saline water resources of GrudziŃdz IG1 intake. 

According to information provided by the representatives of Geotermia GrudziŃdz, about 400 

m3 of saline water is used per month and the water temperature at the outlet is about 17Á C. 

The difference in water temperature in relation to that established during the 2002 research is 

most likely caused by the relatively small use of the saline waters compared to the available 

resources of the well (about 400 m3 per month compared to the yield of about 15 m3 per 

hour), and, consequently, the cooling of the waters in the more shallow ground levels.  
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3 Project Location 

The analyses have revealed that the most feasible location for the Project execution would be 

an area located at Lake Rudnickie Wielkie in the Rudnicki Forest (the Municipal Forest). 

The suggested location mainly occupies two plots belonging to the State Treasury ï No. 

3037/1 and 3036/2, the total area of approximately 35 acres, which are now in the permanent 

administration of the The State Forests National Forest Holding (a state organizational unit 

without legal personality). 

It is recognized that the investments within the [scope of the] Project may be carried out on 

only one of the plots of the State Forests ï plot No. 3036/2 having an area of over 21 hectares. 

Plot 3037/1 has over 11 hectares. The remaining plots No. 23, 41, 40/1, 2/3, 2/5, 4 are smaller.

The planned location of the Project will ultimately cover an area of about 38 ha, in the region 

of Lake Rudnickie Wielkie, within the Rudnicki Forest. This area was covered by the Local 

Spatial Management Plan, adopted by Resolution No. XVIII/166/07 of the City Council 

GrudziŃdz dated 19 December 2007 on the Local Spatial Management Plan for the area 

ñNorth Rudnikò.

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Thus, the City of GrudziŃdz has begun works on amending the provisions of the Local Spatial 

Management Plan, amending the points of the study on the communeôs land use conditions 

and direction, and the process of taking over the property of the State Forests. 

Currently, environmental inventory works are conducted on the plots No. 3037/1, 3036/2, 23, 

41, 40/1 2/3, 2/5, 4. 

The characteristic feature of this location are the surroundings of Lake Rudnickie Wielkie and 

the Rudnicki Forest, the immediate vicinity of the municipal beach and the nearby holiday 

centres and chalets, or the private entertainment complex Mega-Park.

This area is a natural recreation and leisure destination for the citizens of GrudziŃdz and 

tourists due to its environmental and landscape potential.

Therefore, it is noticeable that the planned location belongs to the GrudziŃdzôs area 

traditionally considered the recreational part of the City. At the same time, the planned 

location is better connected with the exit road leading to the motorway and with the City 

centre as well as the major housing districts of GrudziŃdz.

The above picture shows two potential scopes of land development (navy blue and red lines). 

The yellow colour indicates the current recreational areas at the lake: the municipal beach 

with chalets belonging to the City Leisure and Recreation Centre (MORiW), the so-called 

"wild beach" and Mega Park. The light blue colour indicates the hospital grounds and the area 

marked in green shows the current property of Geotermia GrudziŃdz. 
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4 Project scope considered  

Considering the key conditions for the successful implementation of similar complexes, it is 

assumed that its operation will be based on several pillars: 

- health; 

- recreation and leisure; 

- conference services (business tourism). 

The recreation and leisure services should be aimed at both the City residents and the tourists. 

The analyses performed indicate that the preferred range of investments within the scope of 

the Project are to implement the following : 

- the balneotherapy centre connected with the dedicated three-star hotel. 

- the recreational thermal pools complex (thermae) ï indoor and outdoor (pool season 

mainly) together with a sauna complex, connected with a family-friendly hotel. 

- the campsite, 

- the congress hotel. 

When implementing these facilities, as many trees as possible, especially pine, should be 

preserved. The current stand, mostly pine, is one of the assets of the location and must be 

preserved to the highest extent possible during the implementation of each of the facilities. 

Facilities outside the outdoor recreational area next to the thermal pools should not be fenced 

off because of the proximity to the forest and wildlife. Apart from the main facilities, the 

Project should encompass the implementation of walking passageways connecting the 

municipal beach with the passage to the forest and to the ñwildò beach. 

The Project execution should allow for the preservation of high greenery, yet the outdoor 

recreation area next to the thermal pools should be exposed to the south and south-west. 

The estimated investment costs (design, construction, supervision) vary depending on the 

model (PPP) from NET 124 million to 185 million (excluding VAT), excluding the cost of 

drilling and the main roads. 

4.1 Balneotherapy centre with an adjacent, dedicated three-star 

hotel. 

The scope of services provided by the balneotherapy centre should include: 

- hydrotherapy, in particular, solution baths: saline, mud, sulphur, radon, carbonic acid, 

entire and partial baths in tubs and in the pools; 

- all types of wraps using mud; 

- inhalation (including the use of the indoor saline graduation towers); 

- cryotherapy; 

- phototherapy;

- physiotherapy; 

- electrotherapy (treatment with electricity); 

- kinesiotherapy. 

It is crucial to develop amenities related to such services as massages, which should range 

from rehabilitation treatment to relaxation treatment. The facility can contain the elements of 

a winter garden, a small recreational pool in the form of a Jacuzzi for about a dozen people or 

several smaller Jacuzzi baths. It should also allow for a small therapeutic saline water pool. 

Part of the facility should be earmarked for the fitness area. 

A new graduation tower should also be built, available for both the patients of the 

balneotherapy centre (the centreôs hotel guests) as well as for outside visitors in the form of a 

paid admission. 

It is assumed that the hotel adjoining the balneotherapy centre should be a 3-star facility. It 

should serve primarily the centreôs patients and offer between 80 and 100 beds in about 40-50 

rooms. The hotelôs intended target should be the elderly or possibly grandparents visiting with 

their grandchildren because of the adjacent swimming pools complex. This means that the 

facility should allow for functional solutions for connecting the rooms. In terms of 

gastronomy solutions, the hotel should have its own restaurant, one of two conference rooms, 

and a club/bar as an option. 

4.2 Recreational saline pools complex with a dedicated hotel. 

The key recreation part of the new establishment should be the complex of recreational and 

saline pools, located in a separate building, complemented with external pools. Ultimately, 

recreational and saline pools complex should consist of several components: 

- indoor pools, including recreation pools: pools with saline water, tap water, 

a swimming pool, children's pools, sauna area, 

- outdoor pools, including season-only children's pools, recreational and saline pools, 

- the so-called ñgreen beachò, 

- an external leisure-time patio, 

- own parking space, 

- a dedicated, family-friendly hotel. 

Despite the recreation and leisure nature of the facility, a swimming pool can be built within 

the facility. This will allow remove from use one swimming pool managed by OPEC 

(Okrňgowe Przedsiňbiorstwo Energetyki Cieplnej, a heat-supplying company of the City of 

GrudziŃdz). 

Next to the pools complex a one- or two-star hotel should be established, having the standard 

of a tourist hotel providing accommodation for families and school trip members, who are 

focused on water-based relaxation. The hotel should offer between 80 and 100 rooms with the 

maximum number of 200 beds, a number that should result from the parameters of the final 

pools complex ï the size and capacity of the facility. Due to the profile the potential 

customers, it is important that the facility is friendly to children and families, for example, it 

should allow for connecting rooms to provide family suites. The hotel should not have a 
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separate gastronomy solution ï it should be connected with the gastronomy solution of the 

pools complex. 

The hotel does not have to form a single block with the pools complex, it can be in a way 

ñappendedò to it, so that the carrying out of individual investments can be staged. 

Ultimately, the complex of saline and recreational pools may have approximately 1 500 

square meters of pool water surface area ï with the indoor pools having about 1 000 and the 

outdoor ï up to 500 square meters. 

Within the indoor part of the saline and recreational pools complex, the following may be 

considered for implementation: 

ü a swimming pool basin; 

ü an indoor recreational pool basin with irregular shape equipped with showers, massage 

chairs, air geysers, devices for neck massage, 

ü a saline pool basin with attractions; 

ü a paddling pool with attractions; 

ü an independent basin of a recreational pool with year-round swim-through pool; 

ü several Jacuzzi basins, including a saline water Jacuzzi; 

ü a sauna complex with wide range of saunas. 

In the outdoor part the following are considered for implementation (optionally in stages): 

ü the complex of season-only outdoor paddling pools for children with the ñwet 

playgroundò; 

ü a Jacuzzi; 

ü a recreational saline pool basin with loungers; 

ü a recreational season-only pool basin with slide landings. 

In addition to the above items, the complex should include slides with separate landings 

connected with the recreational pools. Both year-round slides with indoor landings and 

seasonal water slides should function in the complex. Next to the outdoor pools there should 

be external leisure-time patios for sunbathing; optionally, area earmarked for patio tables and 

umbrellas; and the so-called ñgreen beachò in the form of special wear-resistant lawns. 

4.3 Campsite. 

As in the case of the Warsaw Street location, it is recommended to implement the campsite, 

yet, the place should be specifically dedicated to people camping overnight and should have 

appropriate infrastructure, allowing to organise rallies. The possible number of parking places 

should be about 50. 

4.4 Congress hotel. 

The hotel will be addressed primarily to the business industry and business tourism customers 

(congresses, conferences, seminars). The nearby hospital is an asset of this place, as it has the 
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positive effect of attracting events dedicated to medical professionals and the pharmaceutical 

industry. 

Hotel of this rating can have its own wellness & spa and fitness centre. It should also have its 

own gastronomy solutions to serve the on-going operations as well as the organised 

conferences and congresses. The hotel will offer approximately 180-200 rooms and provide 

stay for about 300 guests. In addition, the facility may also offer a lounge bar with a night 

club. 

The figure below shows the proposed function ñzonesò for the real estate development within 

the Project, marked in colours: 

ü red ï area earmarked for the balneotherapy centre with the 3-star hotel and a car park, 

ü navy blue ï area earmarked for the thermal pools (thermae) complex facilities with the 

family-friendly 1-star hotel, a car park, outdoor pools and leisure-time area ï the 

ñgreen beachò,  

ü green ï parkland, optionally a rope course, ñpark zdrojowyò (arranged gardens 

surrounding the treatment facility), 

ü yellow ï area earmarked for the 4-star congress hotel,  

ü violet ï campsite, 

ü orange ï area reserved for an additional 3- or 4-star hotel, 

ü light blue ï area reserved for a retirement home; 

ü pink ï infrastructure and facilities area.

The immediate surroundings of the Project consist mainly of the following: 

- the City of GrudziŃdz and its tourist attractions; 

- Lake Rudnickie Wielkie; 

- the Rudnicki Forest; 

- beaches, including the municipal beach with the bathing area for about 800 visitors; 

- the private entertainment complex Mega-Park; 

- Dr. Wğadysğaw BiegaŒski Regional Specialist Hospital in GrudziŃdz. 

Tourist attractions located in some distance from GrudziŃdz should also be mentioned as the 

surroundings of the Project: 

- The picturesque ruins of a castle in RadzyŒ CheğmiŒski; 

- NadwiŜlaŒski Aero Club (an aviation organization) and the airport in Lisie KŃty.
